Emergency Communications Information for Forest Lakes Residents and Guests
Forest Lakes Fire District, the Coconino County §h

Management and the Amateur Radio Emergency Services have jointly developed a documented protocol
that is now in place to ensure emergency service communications under all circumstances.

Forest Lakes residents need to know what to do in case of emergency when normal telephone, internet, and
cell phone communications are not available.

1 Turn on your scanner radio, tune it to the Forest Lakes Fire channel (155.760 MHz) and listen for instruc-
tions. You will also be able to hear the fire and medical operational calls.

1 If you have an emergency or require outside communications, go to the fire station for assistance.

1 If your situation is not an immediate emergency, consider driving toward Payson for medical services or
to get within range of a working cell tower.

The new fire station will provide several much needed facilities, but none more beneficial to our community than a well
equipped triage room. Included in our architectural design is an easily accessible room for treating citizens with injaries
illness. The room will be just inside the public entrance and also convenient to the ambulance bays in case transportei
necessary.

The triage wil!/ be stocked with medical supplies -aaomd
duty staff are paramedics and emergency medical technicians.

Our records show that the majority of walk in patients are local citizens. Over the past two years we have treated and/o
transported nearly 100 patients. With an improved facility and increased awareness, those numbers will undoubtedly in

crease. Blood pressure checks are not included in the above numbers, and is a service that is provided to the community

free of charge.

These pictures are of a triage room at a nearby fire station and our triage will look very similar.

The fire station initiative is progressing well. The contract with HDA Architects is being negotiated and should be appro
by the Fire District Board of Directors soon. At that point the design stage will progress quickly.
